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What Is Secret Church?
Secret Church began at The Church Brook Hills based on time Dr. Platt had spent 
with brothers and sisters in underground Asian house churches. In those contexts, 
they gather together at the risk of their lives for 8-12 hours at a time simply to pray, 
worship, and study the Word.  It’s simple, raw, dangerous, and satisfying … all at the 
same time. 

The leaders at Brook Hills began asking if they could do the same thing and decided 
to try it. They set up a Friday evening where people could gather from 6 p.m. until 
midnight for two main purposes: to worship through intensive study of the Word, 
and to identify with our persecuted brothers and sisters by praying intentionally for 
them. Simply six hours of straight teaching and prayer. 

At the first gathering there were about 1,000 people, and after that it began to grow. 
Secret Church now takes place with thousands of believers joined together in homes, 
church buildings, and other locations all around the world.  One of Dr. Platt’s favorite 
sights as a pastor is to look out across a room packed with people at midnight with 
their Bibles open, just soaking in the Word of God. 
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Beyond These Walls
We’re glad you’ve decided to attend tonight’s Secret Church meeting.  But even if 
no one showed up, it would still be worth the effort.  Actually, this Bible study will 
hopefully benefit far more people than just those who were in attendance.

Here’s how ...

Tonight we will record the teaching sessions, and in the coming months these sessions 
will be transcribed and translated into many different languages, including Spanish, 
Mandarin, Hindi, Arabic, and others. The foreign-language versions of Secret Church 
will be available online as translations are completed. But that is just the beginning.

Most Christ-followers around the world don’t have access to seminaries or Bible 
colleges. In fact, Christ-followers in many parts of the world have no formal Christian 
teaching at all. Pastor David will lead additional Secret Church studies, creating 
numerous hours of Bible teaching on various biblical and theological issues. We 
will then be able to distribute those resources worldwide. The sessions together 
will compose a portable seminary, so to speak, with minicourses in biblical training 
accessible to anyone.

At each Secret Church gathering we collect an offering. All the proceeds will support 
persecuted Christians worldwide through ongoing ministry initiatives and provide 
Secret Church Bible-teaching materials in multiple languages.  Imagine a house-
church leader in Asia or the Middle East, now able to hear hours of Bible teaching 
as he listens to Secret Church in his own language.  With your help, this can become 
a reality.

The days of 
Adam after he fathered Seth were 800 years; and he had other sons and daughters. 

Thus all the days that Adam lived were 930 years, and he died. When Seth had lived 
105 years, he fathered Enosh. Seth lived after he fathered Enosh 807 years and had 

other sons and daughters. Thus all the days of Seth were 912 years, and he died.

❍❍   E  ternal     death: The finalization of separation from God.
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“But as for the cowardly, the faithless, the detestable, as for murderers, the 
sexually immoral, sorcerers, idolaters, and all liars, their portion will be in 

the lake that burns with fire and sulfur, which is the second death.”

Blessed and holy is the one who shares in the first resurrection! Over 
such the second death has no power, but they will be priests of God and

Now if we have died 
with Christ, we believe that we will also live with him. We know that Christ, being 
raised from the dead, will never die again; death no longer has dominion over him.

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THE INTERMEDIATE STATE

For we know that if the tent that is our earthly home is destroyed, we have a building 
from God, a house not made with hands, eternal in the heavens. For in this tent we 

groan, longing to put on our heavenly dwelling, if indeed by putting it on we may not 
be found naked. For while we are still in this tent, we groan, being burdened—not that 

we would be unclothed, but that we would be further clothed, so that what is mortal 
may be swallowed up by life. He who has prepared us for this very thing is God, who 
has given us the Spirit as a guarantee. So we are always of good courage. We know 

that while we are at home in the body we are away from the Lord, for we walk by faith, 
not by sight. Yes, we are of good courage, and we would rather be away from the body 
and at home with the Lord. So whether we are at home or away, we make it our aim 
to please him. For we must all appear before the judgment seat of Christ, so that each 
one may receive what is due for what he has done in the body, whether good or evil.

“[ Judas Maccabeus, the leader of the Jewish forces] also took a collection, man 
by man, to the amount of 2,000 drachmas of silver, and sent it to Jerusalem to 
provide for a sin offering. In doing this he acted very well and honorably, taking 
into account the resurrection. For if he were not expecting that those who had 
fallen would rise again, it would have been superfluous and foolish to pray for 
the dead. But if he was looking to the splendid reward that is laid up for those 

who fall asleep in godliness, it was a holy and pious thought. Therefore he made 
atonement for the dead, that they might be delivered from their sin.”

■■ The penalty of venial sins can be removed by:
•• Unconditional forgiveness from God
•• Contrition
•• Works of penance

■■ Souls in purgatory can be helped in the process of purification by saints 
on earth through their participation in:

•• Mass
•• Prayers
•• Giving
•• Good Works

“Souls are cleansed by purgatorial pains after death, and in order that they may 
be rescued from these pains, they are benefitted by the suffrages of the living faith, 

viz: the sacrifice of the Mass, prayers, alms, and other works of piety.”
Decree of Union, Council of Florence

❍❍ According to Scripture …
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■■ We are saved from our sins by     grace     alone …

For by grace you have been saved through faith. And this is not your own 
doing; it is the gift of God, not a result of works, so that no one may boast.

Ephesians 2:8-9

■■ Through     faith     alone …

O foolish Galatians! Who has bewitched you? It was before your eyes that Jesus 
Christ was publicly portrayed as crucified. Let me ask you only this: Did you receive 
the Spirit by works of the law or by hearing with faith? Are you so foolish? Having 

begun by the Spirit, are you now being perfected by the flesh? Did you suffer so many 
things in vain—if indeed it was in vain? Does he who supplies the Spirit to you and 

works miracles among you do so by works of the law, or by hearing with faith—
just as Abraham “believed God, and it was counted to him as righteousness”?

Know then that it is those of faith who are the sons of Abraham. And the 
Scripture, foreseeing that God would justify the Gentiles by faith, preached the 

gospel beforehand to Abraham, saying, “In you shall all the nations be blessed.” So 
then, those who are of faith are blessed along with Abraham, the man of faith.

For all who rely on works of the law are under a curse; for it is written, “Cursed be everyone 
who does not abide by all things written in the Book of the Law, and do them.” Now it 
is evident that no one is justified before God by the law, for “The righteous shall live by 

faith.” But the law is not of faith, rather “The one who does them shall live by them.” Christ 
redeemed us from the curse of the law by becoming a curse for us—for it is written, “Cursed 

is everyone who is hanged on a tree”—so that in Christ Jesus the blessing of Abraham 
might come to the Gentiles, so that we might receive the promised Spirit through faith.

■■ In     Christ     alone.

For there is one God, and there is one mediator between God and men, the man Christ

stay unconscious until Christ returns and raises them to eternal life.

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■■ After all, even Jesus describes death as sleep.

… he said, “Go away, for the girl is not dead but sleeping.” And they laughed at him.

“For David, after he had served the purpose of God in his own generation,

the Lamb, clothed in white robes, with palm branches in their hands, and crying out with 
a loud voice, “Salvation belongs to our God who sits on the throne, and to the Lamb!”

For 
I am sure that neither death nor life, nor angels nor rulers, nor things present nor

… for I know that through your prayers and the help of the Spirit of Jesus Christ this will 
turn out for my deliverance, as it is my eager expectation and hope that I will not be at 

all ashamed, but that with full courage now as always Christ will be honored in my body, 
whether by life or by death. For to me to live is Christ, and to die is gain. If I am to live in 
the flesh, that means fruitful labor for me. Yet which I shall choose I cannot tell. I am hard 
pressed between the two. My desire is to depart and be with Christ, for that is far better.

But Abraham said, ‘Child, remember 
that you in your lifetime received your good things, and Lazarus in like manner bad 
things; but now he is comforted here, and you are in anguish. And besides all this, 
between us and you a great chasm has been fixed, in order that those who would 
pass from here to you may not be able, and none may cross from there to us.’ And 
he said, ‘Then I beg you, father, to send him to my father’s house—for I have five 

brothers—so that he may warn them, lest they also come into this place of torment.’”

❍❍ How should we view the death of non-Christians?
■■ With biblical     honesty    .

This is evidence of the righteous judgment of God, that you may be considered worthy 
of the kingdom of God, for which you are also suffering—since indeed God considers 
it just to repay with affliction those who afflict you, and to grant relief to you who are 
afflicted as well as to us, when the Lord Jesus is revealed from heaven with his mighty 

angels in flaming fire, inflicting vengeance on those who do not know God and on those 
who do not obey the gospel of our Lord Jesus. They will suffer the punishment of eternal 

destruction, away from the presence of the Lord and from the glory of his might …
2 Thessalonians 1:5-9

■■ With personal humility.

And he said to him, “Truly, I say to you, today you will be with me in Paradise.”
Luke 23:43

■■ With appropriate honor.
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“Your glory, O Israel, is slain on your high places! How the mighty have fallen! Tell it not 
in Gath, publish it not in the streets of Ashkelon, lest the daughters of the Philistines rejoice, 
lest the daughters of the uncircumcised exult. You mountains of Gilboa, let there be no dew 
or rain upon you, nor fields of offerings! For there the shield of the mighty was defiled, the 

shield of Saul, not anointed with oil. From the blood of the slain, from the fat of the mighty, 
the bow of Jonathan turned not back, and the sword of Saul returned not empty. Saul and 
Jonathan, beloved and lovely!

■■ With heart-breaking     anguish    .

❍❍ How should we view the death of Christians?
■■ With profound     sorrow    .

Jesus wept.

❍❍ Signs in the heavens.

❍❍ The coming of the     antichrist    .

Now concerning the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ and our being gathered together 
to him, we ask you, brothers, not to be quickly shaken in mind or alarmed, either by a 

spirit or a spoken word, or a letter seeming to be from us, to the effect that the day of the 
Lord has come. Let no one deceive you in any way. For that day will not come, unless 
the rebellion comes first, and the man of lawlessness is revealed, the son of destruction, 

who opposes and exalts himself against every so-called god or object of worship, so that he 
takes his seat in the temple of God, proclaiming himself to be God. Do you not remember 
that when I was still with you I told you these things? And you know what is restraining 
him now so that he may be revealed in his time. For the mystery of lawlessness is already 
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at work. Only he who now restrains it will do so until he is out of the way. And then the 
lawless one will be revealed, whom the Lord Jesus will kill with the breath of his mouth 
and bring to nothing by the appearance of his coming. The coming of the lawless one is 

by the activity of Satan with all power and false signs and wonders, and with all wicked 
deception for those who are perishing, because they refused to love the truth and so be saved. 

2 Thessalonians 2:1-10

■■ The Spirit of Christ is on Christians as a guarantee of His future coming.

And not only the creation, but we ourselves, who have the firstfruits of the Spirit, groan 
inwardly as we wait eagerly for adoption as sons, the redemption of our bodies.

Romans 8:23

In him you also, when you heard the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation, and 
believed in him, were sealed with the promised Holy Spirit, who is the guarantee 

of our inheritance until we acquire possession of it, to the praise of his glory.
Ephesians 1:13-14

■■ The spirit of the antichrist is in the world as a guarantee of his 
future coming.

By this you know the Spirit of God: every spirit that confesses that Jesus Christ has come in 
the flesh is from God, and every spirit that does not confess Jesus is not from God. This is 
the spirit of the antichrist, which you heard was coming and now is in the world already.

1 John 4:2-3

■■ The Christ was preceded and accompanied by a true prophet.

In those days John the Baptist came preaching in the wilderness of Judea, 
“Repent, for the kingdom of heaven is at hand.” For this is he who was 

spoken of by the prophet Isaiah when he said, “The voice of one crying in the 
wilderness: ‘Prepare the way of the Lord; make his paths straight.’”

Matthew 3:1-3

■■ The antichrist will be preceded and accompanied by a false prophet.

Children, it is the last hour, and as you have heard that antichrist is coming, so 
now many antichrists have come. Therefore we know that it is the last hour.

1 John 2:18

Then I saw another beast rising out of the earth. It had two horns like a lamb and it 
spoke like a dragon. It exercises all the authority of the first beast in its presence, and 
makes the earth and its inhabitants worship the first beast, whose mortal wound was 
healed. It performs great signs, even making fire come down from heaven to earth in 

front of people, and by the signs that it is allowed to work in the presence of the beast it 



- 41 -

deceives those who dwell on earth, telling them to make an image for the beast that was 
wounded by the sword and yet lived. And it was allowed to give breath to the image of 
the beast, so that the image of the beast might even speak and might cause those who 

would not worship the image of the beast to be slain. Also it causes all, both small and 
great, both rich and poor, both free and slave, to be marked on the right hand or the 

forehead, so that no one can buy or sell unless he has the mark, that is, the name of the 
beast or the number of its name. This calls for wisdom: let the one who has understanding 
calculate the number of the beast, for it is the number of a man, and his number is 666.

Revelation 13:11-18

■■ The Christ speaks truth.

So Jesus said to the Jews who had believed him, “If you abide in my word, you are 
truly my disciples, and you will know the truth, and the truth will set you free.”

John 8:31-32

■■ The antichrist spreads deception.

For many deceivers have gone out into the world, those who do not confess the 
coming of Jesus Christ in the flesh. Such a one is the deceiver and the antichrist.

2 John 7

It performs great signs, even making fire come down from heaven to earth 
in front of people, and by the signs that it is allowed to work in the presence 

of the beast it deceives those who dwell on earth, telling them to make an 
image for the beast that was wounded by the sword and yet lived.

Revelation 13:13-14

■■ The Christ builds the temple, the church, of which he is the cornerstone.

So then you are no longer strangers and aliens, but you are fellow citizens with 
the saints and members of the household of God, built on the foundation of the 
apostles and prophets, Christ Jesus himself being the cornerstone, in whom the 

whole structure, being joined together, grows into a holy temple in the Lord. In him 
you also are being built together into a dwelling place for God by the Spirit.

Ephesians 2:19-22

■■ The antichrist stands in the temple, claiming to be its center.

Let no one deceive you in any way. For that day will not come, unless the rebellion 
comes first, and the man of lawlessness is revealed, the son of destruction, who 
opposes and exalts himself against every so-called god or object of worship, so 

that he takes his seat in the temple of God, proclaiming himself to be God.
2 Thessalonians 2:3-4
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❍❍ The salvation of   I  srael    .

So I ask, did they stumble in order that they might fall? By no means! Rather 
through their trespass salvation has come to the Gentiles, so as to make Israel 
jealous. Now if their trespass means riches for the world, and if their failure 
means riches for the Gentiles, how much more will their full inclusion mean!

Romans 11:11-12

Lest you be wise in your own sight, I do not want you to be unaware of this 
mystery, brothers: a partial hardening has come upon Israel, until the fullness of 
the Gentiles has come in. And in this way all Israel will be saved, as it is written, 

“The Deliverer will come from Zion, he will banish ungodliness from Jacob”; 
“and this will be my covenant with them when I take away their sins.”

Romans 11:25-27

■■ All Christians believe in a future for Israel.

That is why it depends on faith, in order that the promise may rest on grace and be guaranteed 
to all his offspring—not only to the adherent of the law but also to the one who shares the faith 
of Abraham, who is the father of us all, as it is written, “I have made you the father of many 
nations”—in the presence of the God in whom he believed, who gives life to the dead and calls 

into existence the things that do not exist. In hope he believed against hope, that he should 
become the father of many nations, as he had been told, “So shall your offspring be.” He did not 

weaken in faith when he considered his own body, which was as good as dead (since he was 
about a hundred years old), or when he considered the barrenness of Sarah’s womb. No unbelief 
made him waver concerning the promise of God, but he grew strong in his faith as he gave glory 

to God, fully convinced that God was able to do what he had promised. That is why his faith 
was “counted to him as righteousness.” But the words “it was counted to him” were not written 
for his sake alone, but for ours also. It will be counted to us who believe in him who raised from 
the dead Jesus our Lord, who was delivered up for our trespasses and raised for our justification.

following their own sinful desires. They will say, “Where is the promise of his coming?

For they deliberately overlook this fact, that the heavens existed 
long ago, and the earth was formed out of water and through water by the word of

•• Our resurrection bodies will be     physical    .

•• We must not     idolize     the care of bodies.

If you put these things before the brothers, you will be a good servant of Christ Jesus, 
being trained in the words of the faith and of the good doctrine that you have followed. 

Have nothing to do with irreverent, silly myths. Rather train yourself for godliness; 
for while bodily training is of some value, godliness is of value in every way, as it holds 
promise for the present life and also for the life to come. The saying is trustworthy and 

deserving of full acceptance. For to this end we toil and strive, because we have our hope 
set on the living God, who is the Savior of all people, especially of those who believe.

■■ Implications for our death …
••     Burial     is biblical.

For I delivered to you as of first importance what I also received: that Christ 
died for our sins in accordance with the Scriptures, that he was buried, that

We were buried therefore with him by baptism into death, in order that, just as Christ 
was raised from the dead by the glory of the Father, we too might walk in newness of life.

••     Cremation     undercuts resurrection.

“Since we believe in the resurrection of the body, we do not see a corpse as garbage. From 
the time of our earliest ancestors in the faith, we have buried our dead, committing them 

to the earth from which they came with the conviction that they will one day be summoned 
from it once more. The image of sleep is useful—not because the dead are unconscious 
but because they will one day be awakened. God deems as faith Joseph committing his 

bones to his brothers for future transport into the land of promise. In the same way 
the act of burial is a testimony of the entire community to the resurrection of the body. 

Cremation is a horrifying testimony of the burning up of the flesh and bones, a testimony 
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that is decidedly pagan in both origin and in practice. Of course, God can resurrect a 
cremated Christian (or a Christian torn to pieces by lions, etc.), but how we deal with 
the body of a Christian teaches us—and the watching world—what we really believe 
about the gospel. Cremation ought then to be shunned by those who hope in Christ.”

❍❍ Christians look forward to the restoration of the body, not relief from 
the body.

So is it with the resurrection of the dead. What is sown is perishable; what is raised is 
imperishable. It is sown in dishonor; it is raised in glory. It is sown in weakness; it is raised 
in power. It is sown a natural body; it is raised a spiritual body. If there is a natural body, 

there is also a spiritual body. Thus it is written, “The first man Adam became a living 
being”; the last Adam became a life-giving spirit. But it is not the spiritual that is first 

but the natural, and then the spiritual. The first man was from the earth, a man of dust; 
the second man is from heaven. As was the man of dust, so also are those who are of the 
dust, and as is the man of heaven, so also are those who are of heaven. Just as we have 
borne the image of the man of dust, we shall also bear the image of the man of heaven.

I tell you this, brothers: flesh and blood cannot inherit the kingdom of God, nor does 
the perishable inherit the imperishable. Behold! I tell you a mystery. We shall not 

all sleep, but we shall all be changed, in a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the 
last trumpet. For the trumpet will sound, and the dead will be raised imperishable, 

and we shall be changed. For this perishable body must put on the imperishable, 
and this mortal body must put on immortality. When the perishable puts on the 

imperishable, and the mortal puts on immortality, then shall come to pass the saying 
that is written: “Death is swallowed up in victory. O death, where is your victory? O 
death, where is your sting?” The sting of death is sin, and the power of sin is the law. 

But thanks be to God, who gives us the victory through our Lord Jesus Christ.

•• Our resurrection bodies will be     spiritual     (entirely Spirit-filled).
•• Our resurrection bodies will be eternal.

the things that are seen but to the things that are unseen. For the things that

“As I live, says the Lord, every knee shall bow to me, and every tongue shall 
confess to God.” So then each of us will give an account of himself to God.

■■ God will justify every saint who has     trusted     in Him.

Then what becomes of our boasting? It is excluded. By what kind of law? By a 
law of works? No, but by the law of faith. For we hold that one is justified by 

faith apart from works of the law. Or is God the God of Jews only? Is he not the 
God of Gentiles also? Yes, of Gentiles also, since God is one—who will justify the 
circumcised by faith and the uncircumcised through faith. Do we then overthrow 

the law by this faith? By no means! On the contrary, we uphold the law.
Romans 3:27-31
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There is therefore now no condemnation for those who are in Christ Jesus. For the law 
of the Spirit of life has set you free in Christ Jesus from the law of sin and death.

•• Every sin will have been     forgiven    .

He will not always chide, nor will he keep his anger forever. He does not deal with us 
according to our sins, nor repay us according to our iniquities. For as high as the heavens 
are above the earth, so great is his steadfast love toward those who fear him; as far as the 
east is from the west, so far does he remove our transgressions from us. As a father shows 

compassion to his children, so the LORD shows compassion to those who fear him.

“I, I am he who blots out your transgressions for my own 
sake, and I will not remember your sins.”

■■ Did we put our faith in     Christ’s     work?

We ourselves are Jews by birth and not Gentile sinners; yet we know that a person 
is not justified by works of the law but through faith in Jesus Christ, so we also have 

believed in Christ Jesus, in order to be justified by faith in Christ and not by works of 
the law, because by works of the law no one will be justified. But if, in our endeavor to 
be justified in Christ, we too were found to be sinners, is Christ then a servant of sin? 

Certainly not! For if I rebuild what I tore down, I prove myself to be a transgressor. For 
through the law I died to the law, so that I might live to God. I have been crucified with 

Christ. It is no longer I who live, but Christ who lives in me. And the life I now live 
in the flesh I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me and gave himself for me.

Galatians 2:15-20
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… and all who dwell on earth will worship it, everyone whose name has not been written 
before the foundation of the world in the book of life of the Lamb who was slain.

Revelation 13:8

■■ Was there evidence of faith in     our     work?

“Not everyone who says to me, ‘Lord, Lord,’ will enter the kingdom of heaven, but 
the one who does the will of my Father who is in heaven. On that day many will 

say to me, ‘Lord, Lord, did we not prophesy in your name, and cast out demons in 
your name, and do many mighty works in your name?’ And then will I declare to 

them, ‘I never knew you; depart from me, you workers of lawlessness.’ Everyone then 
who hears these words of mine and does them will be like a wise man who built his 
house on the rock.

“Then he will say to those on his left, ‘Depart from me, you cursed, into the eternal fire 
prepared for the devil and his angels. For I was hungry and you gave me no food, I was 
thirsty and you gave me no drink, I was a stranger and you did not welcome me, naked 
and you did not clothe me, sick and in prison and you did not visit me.’ Then they also 

will answer, saying, ‘Lord, when did we see you hungry or thirsty or a stranger or naked 
or sick or in prison, and did not minister to you?’ Then he will answer them, saying, 

‘Truly, I say to you, as you did not do it to one of the least of these, you did not do it to 
me.’ And these will go away into eternal punishment, but the righteous into eternal life.”

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For we must all appear before the judgment seat of Christ, so that each one may 
receive what is due for what he has done in the body, whether good or evil.  

2 Corinthians 5:10

What good is it, my brothers, if someone says he has faith but does not have works? Can 
that faith save him? If a brother or sister is poorly clothed and lacking in daily food, and 
one of you says to them, “Go in peace, be warmed and filled,” without giving them the 
things needed for the body, what good is that? So also faith by itself, if it does not have 

works, is dead. But someone will say, “You have faith and I have works.” Show me your 
faith apart from your works, and I will show you my faith by my works. You believe 

that God is one; you do well. Even the demons believe—and shudder! Do you want to 
be shown, you foolish person, that faith apart from works is useless? Was not Abraham 
our father justified by works when he offered up his son Isaac on the altar? You see that 

faith was active along with his works, and faith was completed by his works; and the 
Scripture was fulfilled that says, “Abraham believed God, and it was counted to him as 
righteousness”—and he was called a friend of God. You see that a person is justified by 
works and not by faith alone. And in the same way was not also Rahab the prostitute 

justified by works when she received the messengers and sent them out by another way? 
For as the body apart from the spirit is dead, so also faith apart from works is dead.

James 2:14-26

But you, beloved, building yourselves up in your most holy faith and praying in 
the Holy Spirit, keep yourselves in the love of God, waiting for the mercy of our 
Lord Jesus Christ that leads to eternal life. And have mercy on those who doubt; 

save others by snatching them out of the fire; to others show mercy with fear, 
hating even the garment stained by the flesh. Now to him who is able to keep you 
from stumbling and to present you blameless before the presence of his glory with 
great joy, to the only God, our Savior, through Jesus Christ our Lord, be glory, 
majesty, dominion, and authority, before all time and now and forever. Amen.

angels in flaming fire, inflicting vengeance on those who do not know God and on 
those who do not obey the gospel of our Lord Jesus. They will suffer the punishment 
of eternal destruction, away from the presence of the Lord and from the glory of his 
might, when he comes on that day to be glorified in his saints, and to be marveled 

at among all who have believed, because our testimony to you was believed.
2 Thessalonians 1:5-10

■■ He is     loving     toward all His creation.

The LORD passed before him and proclaimed, “The LORD, the LORD, a God 
merciful and gracious, slow to anger, and abounding in steadfast love and faithfulness, 

keeping steadfast love for thousands, forgiving iniquity and transgression and sin, 
but who will by no means clear the guilty, visiting the iniquity of the fathers on the

❍❍ We will finally understand the depth of     hope     in the gospel.

But now the righteousness of God has been manifested apart from the law, although 
the Law and the Prophets bear witness to it—the righteousness of God through faith 

in Jesus Christ for all who believe. For there is no distinction: for all have sinned 
and fall short of the glory of God, and are justified by his grace as a gift, through the 
redemption that is in Christ Jesus, whom God put forward as a propitiation by his 

blood, to be received by faith. This was to show God’s righteousness, because in his divine 
forbearance he had passed over former sins. It was to show his righteousness at the 

present time, so that he might be just and the justifier of the one who has faith in Jesus.

■■ At the cross, God expressed His wrath toward sin.
■■ At the cross, God endured His wrath against sin.
■■ At the cross, God enabled     salvation     for sinners.
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For our sake he made him to be sin who knew no sin, so that 
in him we might become the righteousness of God.

And have you forgotten the exhortation that addresses you as sons? “My son, do not 
regard lightly the discipline of the Lord, nor be weary when reproved by him. For the 
Lord disciplines the one he loves, and chastises every son whom he receives.” It is for 
discipline that you have to endure. God is treating you as sons. For what son is there 

whom his father does not discipline? If you are left without discipline, in which all 
have participated, then you are illegitimate children and not sons. Besides this, we 

have had earthly fathers who disciplined us and we respected them. Shall we not much 
more be subject to the Father of spirits and live? For they disciplined us for a short 

time as it seemed best to them, but he disciplines us for our good, that we may share 
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his holiness. For the moment all discipline seems painful rather than pleasant, but 
later it yields the peaceful fruit of righteousness to those who have been trained by it.

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•• We must approach this doctrine     humbly    .

What shall we say then? Is there injustice on God’s part? By no means! For he says 
to Moses, “I will have mercy on whom I have mercy, and I will have compassion 
on whom I have compassion.” So then it depends not on human will or exertion, 

but on God, who has mercy. For the Scripture says to Pharaoh, “For this very 
purpose I have raised you up, that I might show my power in you, and that my 

name might be proclaimed in all the earth.” So then he has mercy on whomever he 
wills, and he hardens whomever he wills. You will say to me then, “Why does he 
still find fault? For who can resist his will?” But who are you, O man, to answer 
back to God? Will what is molded say to its molder, “Why have you made me 

like this?” Has the potter no right over the clay, to make out of the same lump one 
vessel for honorable use and another for dishonorable use? What if God, desiring 

to show his wrath and to make known his power, has endured with much patience

•• Is the Bible’s description of hell     literal     or metaphorical?
❍❍ The Bible’s descriptions of hell are possibly literal.

“Many say this is merely a figurative expression. We ask, How do they know that? Where 
has God told them so in His Word? Personally, we believe that when God says ‘fire’ He 
means ‘fire.’ We refuse to blunt the sharp edge of His Word. Was the Deluge figurative? 

Was it figurative ‘fire and brimstone’ which descended from heaven and destroyed 
Sodom and Gomorrah? Were the plagues upon Egypt figurative ones? Is it figurative fire 
which shall yet burn this earth, and cause the very elements to ‘melt with fervent heat?’ 
No; in each of these cases we are obliged to take the words of Scripture in their literal 
signification. Let those who dare affirm that Hell-fire is non-literal answer to God.”

❍❍ The Bible’s descriptions of hell are     probably     metaphorical.
■■ This is not very comforting.

“When metaphors are used in Scripture about spiritual 
things … they fall short of the literal truth.”

“To say that the Scriptural image of hell-fire is not wholly literal is of no 
comfort whatsoever. The reality will be far worse than the image. What, then, 
are the ‘fire’ and ‘darkness’ symbols for? They are vivid ways to describe what

happens when we lose the presence of God. Darkness refers to the isolation, 
and fire to the disintegration of being separated from God. Away from the 
favor and face of God, we literally, horrifically, and endlessly fall apart.”

“People tossed their garbage and waste into this valley. There was a fire there, 
burning constantly to consume the trash.

When they fought, their teeth would make a 
gnashing sound. Gehenna was the place with the gnashing of teeth, where the fire 

never went out. Gehenna was an actual place that Jesus’s listeners would have 
been familiar with. So the next time someone asks if you believe in an actual hell, 

you can always say, ‘Yes, I do believe that my garbage goes somewhere …’”

He even 
made metal images for the Baals, and he made offerings in the Valley of the Son 
of Hinnom and burned his sons as an offering, according to the abominations 

of the nations whom the LORD drove out before the people of Israel.

And he burned his sons as an offering in the Valley of the Son of Hinnom, and 
used fortune-telling and omens and sorcery, and dealt with mediums and with

They have set 
their detestable things in the house that is called by my name, to defile it. And they

❍❍ The image of Gehenna as a violent picture of divine punishment is 
abundantly clear.
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•• What about annihilationism?
❍❍ The idea that after unbelievers have suffered the penalty of God’s wrath for a 

time, God will annihilate them so that they no longer exist.

Their end is destruction, their god is their belly, and they glory 
in their shame, with minds set on earthly things.

Philippians 3:19

They will suffer the punishment of eternal destruction, away from 
the presence of the Lord and from the glory of his might.

2 Thessalonians 1:9

But by the same word the heavens and earth that now exist are stored up for 
fire, being kept until the day of judgment and destruction of the ungodly.

2 Peter 3:7

❍❍ Biblically … One sin against an infinite God warrants infinite judgment.
■■ The gravity of sin is not determined by the gauge of the one who sins.
■■ The gravity of sin is determined by the     greatness     of the One 

who is sinned against.

❍❍ Practically … Does temporary punishment pay the sinner’s price?

■■ Practically, annihilationism is     unsustainable    .

•• What about universalism?
❍❍ The idea that all people will eventually be saved and experience eternity 

with God.
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“At the heart of this perspective is the belief that, given enough time, everybody 
will turn to God and find themselves in the joy and peace of God’s presence. 

The love of God will melt every hard heart, and even the most ‘depraved 
sinners’ will eventually give up their resistance and turn to God.”

■■ “Non-Christian” Universalists: Jesus is only     one     way to God/
heaven.

■■ “Christian” Universalists: Jesus is the only way to God/heaven, 
and     eventually     all people will be saved through Jesus.

❍❍ Consider Philippians 2 …

Therefore God has highly exalted him and bestowed on him the name that is above every 
name, so that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, in heaven and on earth and under 
the earth, and every tongue confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.

■■ This is not universal salvation.
■■ This is universal     submission    .

“Turn to me and be saved, all the ends of the earth! For I am God, and there is 
no other. By myself I have sworn; from my mouth has gone out in righteousness

❍❍ Consider 1 Corinthians 15 …

❍❍ God has made a way of     salvation     for the lost.

But now the righteousness of God has been manifested apart from the law, although 
the Law and the Prophets bear witness to it—the righteousness of God through faith 

in Jesus Christ for all who believe. For there is no distinction: for all have sinned 
and fall short of the glory of God, and are justified by his grace as a gift, through the 
redemption that is in Christ Jesus, whom God put forward as a propitiation by his 

blood, to be received by faith. This was to show God’s righteousness, because in his divine 
forbearance he had passed over former sins. It was to show his righteousness at the 

present time, so that he might be just and the justifier of the one who has faith in Jesus.

❍❍ People cannot come to God apart from     faith     in Christ.
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Then what becomes of our boasting? It is excluded. By what kind of law? By a 
law of works? No, but by the law of faith. For we hold that one is justified by 

faith apart from works of the law. Or is God the God of Jews only? Is he not the 
God of Gentiles also? Yes, of Gentiles also, since God is one—who will justify the 
circumcised by faith and the uncircumcised through faith. Do we then overthrow 

the law by this faith? By no means! On the contrary, we uphold the law.

Therefore, since we have been justified by faith, we have peace with God through our 
Lord Jesus Christ. Through him we have also obtained access by faith into this grace 
in which we stand, and we rejoice in hope of the glory of God. Not only that, but we 
rejoice in our sufferings, knowing that suffering produces endurance, and endurance 
produces character, and character produces hope, and hope does not put us to shame, 
because God’s love has been poured into our hearts through the Holy Spirit who has 
been given to us. For while we were still weak, at the right time Christ died for the 

ungodly. For one will scarcely die for a righteous person—though perhaps for a good 
person one would dare even to die—but God shows his love for us in that while we 
were still sinners, Christ died for us. Since, therefore, we have now been justified by 

his blood, much more shall we be saved by him from the wrath of God. For if while we 
were enemies we were reconciled to God by the death of his Son, much more, now that 
we are reconciled, shall we be saved by his life. More than that, we also rejoice in God 
through our Lord Jesus Christ, through whom we have now received reconciliation.

Romans 5:1-11

❍❍ Christ commands the church to     preach     the gospel to all peoples.

… because, if you confess with your mouth that Jesus is Lord and believe in your 
heart that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved. For with the heart one 

believes and is justified, and with the mouth one confesses and is saved. For the 
Scripture says, “Everyone who believes in him will not be put to shame.” For there is 
no distinction between Jew and Greek; for the same Lord is Lord of all, bestowing 
his riches on all who call on him. For “everyone who calls on the name of the Lord 

will be saved.” How then will they call on him in whom they have not believed? And 
how are they to believe in him of whom they have never heard? And how are they to 
hear without someone preaching? And how are they to preach unless they are sent?

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Final Conclusions …

•• We must declare this doctrine     unapologetically    .

“Evangelicals are often apologetic about the biblical view of retribution. They say that they 
wish that what the Bible says about the punishment of sinners is not true, that they find it 

hard to accept this doctrine emotionally, but that because the Bible teaches it they are forced 
to believe it. This type of thinking is understandable, given our human frailty and inability 
to fully understand God’s ways. We do not see the seriousness of sin as strongly as God sees 
it. But many today seem to be proud that their hearts rebel against the judgment of God. 
The message they convey to an outsider is that they think God is wrong and unfair, but 
that’s what he is going to do, so they reluctantly include it in their statement of faith.”

❍❍ We need to stop apologizing for God.

“Like the nervous kid who tries to keep his friends from seeing his drunken 
father, I have tried to hide God at times. Who do I think I am? The truth 

is, God is perfect and right in all that He does. I am a fool for thinking 
otherwise. He does not need nor want me to ‘cover’ for Him. There’s nothing 

to be covered. Everything about Him and all He does is perfect.”

❍❍ We need to start apologizing to God.

punishment because it doesn’t sit well with us. As soon as we do this, we are putting God’s 
actions in submission to our own reasoning, which is a ridiculous thing for clay to do.”

•• We must declare this doctrine     humbly    .
❍❍ In view of God’s sovereignty.

•• It is     sin     to divide over these questions.

“Everything in God’s Word is important. Yet good Christians have different views on 
the millennium. A month ago, and during this whole series, I would have said, ‘I’m an 

amillennialist.’ But I’ve actually changed my mind as I studied this passage. So how 
much trust are you going to put in me tonight? Right? I’m not very stable on this issue. 

You know, that’s a good thing to be reminded of, that our confidence is not in a preacher, 
but in God’s Word. It’s in the truth of God’s Word. That’s what matters; not my opinion 

towards something. I think we also learn from this to be charitable towards different 
views. Each person must be fully convinced in his own mind, at least if you can be. But 
we must distinguish between central issues of the faith and issues which aren’t central. 
Some people have a hard time doing that. Everything for them is of equal importance 
in the Bible. But that’s not true. There are some things that are non-negotiable in our 
faith. The Trinity is non-negotiable. The authority of Scripture is non-negotiable. The 

substitutionary atonement, justification by faith alone, the deity of Christ, and, of course, I 
could mention other things. But there are less clear matters in the Bible as well; things like 

when the rapture will take place and what we’re looking at today regarding the millennium. 
We must beware of being divisive, and schismatic, and inflexible on matters that are 

less important. That really shows, I think, a character flaw in us—something that God 
wants to work on in us. At the same time, we need to be aware of being namby-pamby. 
That’s another problem … not to hold strong convictions. We want to speak the truth 
of the gospel in love. That’s what’s crucial. We need balance. I need balance that comes 

from the Holy Spirit. We all need that. We need the Holy Spirit to be our teacher.”

2. What is the millennium and when will it happen?

Then we who are alive, who are left, will be caught 
up together with them in the clouds to meet the Lord in the air, and so we will 
always be with the Lord. Therefore encourage one another with these words.

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SEVEN CRITICAL CONCLUSIONS

Then one of the seven angels who had the seven bowls came and said to me, “Come, I 
will show you the judgment of the great prostitute who is seated on many waters, with 
whom the kings of the earth have committed sexual immorality, and with the wine of 

whose sexual immorality the dwellers on earth have become drunk.” And he carried me 
away in the Spirit into a wilderness, and I saw a woman sitting on a scarlet beast that 

was full of blasphemous names, and it had seven heads and ten horns. The woman was 
arrayed in purple and scarlet, and adorned with gold and jewels and pearls, holding in 

her hand a golden cup full of abominations and the impurities of her sexual immorality. 
And on her forehead was written a name of mystery: “Babylon the great, mother of 

prostitutes and of earth’s abominations.” And I saw the woman, drunk with the blood 
of the saints, the blood of the martyrs of Jesus. When I saw her, I marveled greatly. But 

the angel said to me, “Why do you marvel? I will tell you the mystery of the woman, 
and of the beast with seven heads and ten horns that carries her. The beast that you saw 

was, and is not, and is about to rise from the bottomless pit and go to destruction.

And the dwellers on earth whose names have not been written in the book of life from 
the foundation of the world will marvel to see the beast, because it was and is not and 
is to come. This calls for a mind with wisdom: the seven heads are seven mountains on 

which the woman is seated; they are also seven kings, five of whom have fallen, one is, the 
other has not yet come, and when he does come he must remain only a little while. As 
for the beast that was and is not, it is an eighth but it belongs to the seven, and it goes 

to destruction. And the ten horns that you saw are ten kings who have not yet received 
royal power, but they are to receive authority as kings for one hour, together with the 

beast. These are of one mind, and they hand over their power and authority to the beast.
Revelation 17:1-13

It exercises all the authority of the first beast in its presence, and makes the earth and its 
inhabitants worship the first beast, whose mortal wound was healed. It performs great signs, 

even making fire come down from heaven to earth in front of people, and by the signs that it is 
allowed to work in the presence of the beast it deceives those who dwell on earth, telling them to 
make an image for the beast that was wounded by the sword and yet lived. And it was allowed 

to give breath to the image of the beast, so that the image of the beast might even speak and 
might cause those who would not worship the image of the beast to be slain. Also it causes all, 
both small and great, both rich and poor, both free and slave, to be marked on the right hand 
or the forehead, so that no one can buy or sell unless he has the mark, that is, the name of the 

beast or the number of its name. This calls for wisdom: let the one who has understanding 
calculate the number of the beast, for it is the number of a man, and his number is 666.

through water by the word of God, and that by means of these the world that then existed was 
deluged with water and perished.

But do not overlook this one fact, beloved, that with the Lord one day is as a thousand 
years, and a thousand years as one day. The Lord is not slow to fulfill his promise as 
some count slowness, but is patient toward you, not wishing that any should perish, 
but that all should reach repentance. But the day of the Lord will come like a thief, 
and then the heavens will pass away with a roar, and the heavenly bodies will be 
burned up and dissolved, and the earth and the works that are done on it will be 
exposed. Since all these things are thus to be dissolved, what sort of people ought 
you to be in lives of holiness and godliness, waiting for and hastening the coming 
of the day of God, because of which the heavens will be set on fire and dissolved, 
and the heavenly bodies will melt as they burn! But according to his promise we 

are waiting for new heavens and a new earth in which righteousness dwells.

Therefore, beloved, since you are waiting for these, be diligent to be found by him without 
spot or blemish, and at peace. And count the patience of our Lord as salvation, just as 
our beloved brother Paul also wrote to you according to the wisdom given him, as he 
does in all his letters when he speaks in them of these matters. There are some things 
in them that are hard to understand, which the ignorant and unstable twist to their 

own destruction, as they do the other Scriptures. You therefore, beloved, knowing this 
beforehand, take care that you are not carried away with the error of lawless people 
and lose your own stability. But grow in the grace and knowledge of our Lord and 

Savior Jesus Christ. To him be the glory both now and to the day of eternity. Amen.

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Pray for the Hui
China, the world’s most populated country of more than 1.3 billion people 
and over 500 indigenous ethnic groups, is quickly emerging as one of the great 
global powers of our time. With a growing economy and a leading role in global 
finance, China is pivotal in shaping our world in the 21st century. But like every 
strong nation, they are not exempt from wrongs. China’s record with privacy 
issues, unsustainable growth, materialism, human rights, and the suppression 
of minority groups continues to present challenges for the global community as 
China rises to power.

Suppression and strict administrative control of the five officially recognized 
religious groups (Buddhism, Daoism, Islam, Protestant, Catholic) have 
characterized Communist rule. During The Cultural Revolution of the 1960s 
and 1970s, all religious activities were forced underground, giving birth to the 
house church movement. As restrictions eased in 1978, the growth of the church 
in China happened so fast and with such strength that even severe persecution 
and cruelties only encouraged the church and gospel to flourish. 

Operation World states, “More Christians are detained in China than in 
any other country, but many regard the persecution of house churches as an 
issue of political control rather than of religious freedom” (OW p. 215). God 
refines and strengthens His church through persecution, and today there are 
estimated to be over 75 million Evangelical Christians in China. Moreover, a 
significant number of missionaries are now being sent from China. Although 
persecution still continues, the government has begun to recognize such growth 
and to engage leaders of the underground church. While this new reality is 
encouraging, one of the greatest challenges now is that most of the church 
growth has been among the majority Han with significantly less growth among 
minority peoples. 

As we gather, we want to focus our attention on these minority peoples, 
specifically Chinese Muslims. More than 24 million Muslims live across China, 
13 million of whom identify themselves ethnically as Hui, Salar or Dongxiang. 
Chinese Muslims trace their roots back to Muslim traders, soldiers and officials 
who came to China along the Silk Road between the 7th and 14th centuries. 
Over the centuries they settled and intermarried with the Han Chinese. Today, 
most Chinese Muslims make their homeland in Northwest China; however, Hui 
families are scattered all over China and live in every province. 
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Since the 1800s, Christians have intentionally planted their lives among the Hui, 
yet today there are still fewer than a thousand followers of Christ. Among the Hui, 
persecution looks different than the political pressure the underground church has 
experienced in the rest of China. The few Hui believers that do exist experience 
pressure and persecution primarily from their families and communities. This is 
especially complex because Hui identity is tied to being Muslim. In this culture, 
to be Hui is to be Muslim and to be Muslim is to be Hui. Because of such strong 
Islamic identity, many new Hui believers experience isolation, rejection and in a few 
circumstances even death as a result of becoming a Christian. 

With so few Christians, most Hui believers are fearful to share the gospel with 
their friends and family. Therefore, they are either forced to join the Han church—
extracting them from their original culture—or forced to live in isolation within their 
own culture. As a result, church planting among Chinese Muslims is difficult and 
complex, and the workers are few. Together we have the privilege to pray for the few 
Hui believers living in China and for God’s Spirit to move among this people group 
and open their eyes and hearts to salvation through Christ.
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How to Pray for the Hui
•• Praise God for what he is doing among the Hui. Although there are still very 
few believers among the Hui, there is renewed interest from both Han Chinese 
and Christians from around the world to share the gospel and help establish Hui 
churches where they do not exist.

•• Hui identity is deeply tied to Muslim identity. To be Hui is to the Muslim, 
so technically one cannot be both Hui and Christian. Most Hui who become 
Christians assimilate into Chinese churches and lose their Hui identity. Extraction 
from their community only leaves that community with no followers of Christ to 
share with their friends and family. Pray for a movement to Christ that allows Hui 
to follow Jesus and retain their cultural distinctives so the establishment of healthy, 
multiplying Hui churches might become a reality.

•• The Bible and other Christian resources are being adapted to Hui terminology. 
Pray for the gospel to be appropriately expressed without losing the change of 
allegiance demanded by following Christ. 

•• Pray for the Han Chinese Christians to be sensitive and humble as they are 
mobilized to share with their Muslim neighbors. Past and present episodes of 
enmity generate attitudes of suspicion and mistrust from Hui towards the majority 
Han. Outreach therefore demands Han Christians to have great cultural sensitivity 
and humility when engaging and sharing the gospel with Hui. Pray for Han 
Christians to follow Christ’s example when they share.

•• Pray for the few Hui Christians who face pressures from their families to return to 
their Muslim religion. Pray for boldness and sensitivity for the believers who have 
been ostracized from the community and sometimes from their families. Pray they 
will remain faithful to share the gospel despite the cost.

•• Ask God to increasingly establish faithful followers of Jesus among the Hui so that 
they might be examples of godliness and bearers of hope in difficult situations.

•• Ask the Lord to establish and raise up strong local churches among the Hui and 
use Hui believers to share the gospel and make disciples among other Muslim 
people groups and all nations.
